Modern homes burn 
down faster, 
Australian fire 
authorities warn

MODERN, open-plan houses 
burn hotter and faster than 
older homes, often giving 
families just minutes to 
escape, Australian fire 
authorities warn.  
And many smoke alarms have 
passed their 10-year use-by-
date, making them unreliable 
and also potentially dangerous, 
Adelaide's Advertiser 
newspaper reports. 
South Australian Metropolitan 
Fire Service community safety 
manager Allan Foster said the 
modern home needed a 
modern smoke alarm set-up. 
"Mr Foster said smoke alarm 
legislation had been in place 
long enough that many alarms 
would be more than a decade 
old. 
"Old smoke alarms need to 
be replaced, they are 
unreliable and contaminated 
and therefore they are not 
giving families the best 
chance to escape from 
house fires," he said. 
Country Fire Service manager 
operations and planning Mal 
Watts said families should 
consider installing smoke 
alarms in bedrooms as well as 
main living areas. 
"If a fire starts in a bedroom 
with the door closed, a smoke 
alarm won't detect it until the 
door opens." 
Mr Watts said a hard-wired 
smoke alarm system with a 
battery backup was the 

safest option.
